	Activity 1:
Distinguishing Count vs. Non-Count Nouns

Transition to Wrap-Up: ___________________

	4.1 Pre-Stage:

1. Ask students if they know what articles are in grammar.

2. Ask students if they have articles in their native language

3. Ask students to share the rules of articles from either their own country or from English

a. “How are articles used in your native language?”
b. “Does anyone know how we use articles in English?”
4. Introduce articles in Unit 9 context

a. “Articles are the grammar focus of Unit 9.  Unit 9 focuses on technology.  When we use articles, we must know if the noun is countable or noncountable.  What does this mean?”
b. Example:
Countable: Apple
Noncountable: Money

c. Is this the same in your country?

d. Now let’s think of some nouns that are technology related

e. Let’s look at these nouns.

f. Which ones are countable? 

g. Are they the same in your country?”
4.2. During Stage:

1. Have students think up as many nouns they can and write them up on the board.

a. “So now we know count nouns and noncount nouns are not the same in every country.
b. Everyone come to the board and write as many nouns you can think of in 1 minute.”
2. Students return to their seats and categorize the nouns written on the board onto their Countable vs Noncountable Nouns worksheet 
4.3 Post-Stage:

1. Go over each item on the board.
2. Have students agree or disagree about their answers

Complete the Headline
-specific, non-specific, and generic references
-identifying noun references in contexts

Transition to #3:
“Unit 9 talks about technology.  I want to introduce a new type of technology that has recently been in the news.”

	2.1 Pre-Stage:

1. Provide brief background to article use:

2. “There are 3 Questions to ask when you need to use an article:
a. Is it countable?

b. Is it specific?

c. Is it a category? (generic)

3. If it is countable then you can use all articles or no articles:

a. A tiger escaped from the zoo.

b. The tiger escaped from the zoo.

c. Tigers escaped from the zoo.”
2.2. During Stage:
1. Have students split into two groups
a. ABAB

2. Gives each group an envelope with newspaper headlines.

3. Have students turn headlines into full sentences using articles working together as a group.
a. Answers put up on butcher paper.
2.3 Post-Stage:

1. Go through answers together as a class.
2. Fix any grammar mistakes together as a class.

	Activity 3:
Listening for Details

-listen to audio to notice vocabulary

-listen to audio for main ideas

-listen to audio for specific information
Transition to #4 or Wrap-up: 
“Not everyone agrees with having a computer in their medicine.  There are advantages and disadvantages.  When we write an essay about a topic like this what do we need in our introduction paragraph?”

	3.1 Pre-Stage:

1. Discuss the pros and cons of technology with class
a. What are students’ personal experiences with technology that was good or bad?
b. What do students think of technology in medicine?
2. Give out handout for listening activity
3. Have students read out new vocabulary and do Dictionary Time
3.2. During Stage:
1. Have students turn page to notes section

2. Play 1 minute of audio

a. Students listen first without taking notes

3. Play 1 minute again

a. Students listen while taking notes

4. Have students answer question 1. 

5. Share answers with class.

6. Play the next minute (1:01-2:10)

7. Have students answer questions 2-4.

8. Share answers with class
3.3 Post-Stage:

1. Have students do a free write as a reaction to this listening.
a. Is a pill with a computer chip a good idea? Why or not why?  What makes you excited about it or worried about it?
2. If time is available have students share their answers with each other.

4.2. During Stage:

2. Give out introductions handout
3. Divide paragraphs for students to focus (A & C) (B & E) (D & C)
4. Have students read, discuss, and write what makes their designated paragraphs good and what makes it bad.
4.3 Post-Stage:

1. Go over each paragraph with the class.  
2. Have students share their findings.
