5. Share words they do not know with class & explain
3.2. During Stage:

1. Have students read the story by themselves
2. Have students summarize the story using details from the story to describe what happened (handout)
a. This works to help students present their story to the class
3. Have students work together to create questions about their story that classmates must answer
3.3 Post-Stage:
1. Each group presents their stories

2. Class must take notes to try to answer the questions related to the story

3. Discussion about what was confusing or unclear

4. If there is time, have groups choose one story they are interested in reading, and switch stories
